Things to remember- 

 Numbers are limited on excursion days due to pre-booked tickets and bus hire, so 

get in ASAP! Some days will fill up very quickly. Priority is given to regular OSHC 

users with parents working on those days. 

 Vacation care is open from 7.30am -6.15pm, breakfast is available until 8.30am. 

 An afternoon tea fresh fruit and salad platter will be provided each day. 

 Please bring a bag with lunch, LOTS of snacks and a drink unless otherwise indicated. 

 Please ensure your child has appropriate clothing and footwear for the activity 

planned. 

 On excursion days please be here by the time indicated on the program, we have 

sessions, and shows booked and can’t be late (we may not be able to wait for you!) 

 All bookings need to be made before the end of term. All cancellations after the end 

of term are CHARGED for and recorded as an allowable absence. Bookings can be 

swapped and casual bookings added if numbers permit. 

 If your account is outstanding from the previous Vacation Care your booking WILL 

NOT be accepted.  

 All booking forms and permission forms need to be completed by the end of term. 

 Children are welcome to bring items from home, unless otherwise stated on the 

program (skate boards, toys, games, ipods, ipads etc) but will need to be responsible 

for them (OSHC accepts no responsibility for lost or broken items). Toys, including 

electronic items and mobile phones are not permitted on excursions. 

 If your child needs medication you will need to provide it (in the original container) and 

fill out a medication form. This is especially important during vacation care when the 

school office is closed. 

 Vacation care fees are - $52 for an at home day and $62 for an excursion day. CCS 

applies during vacation care. 

 On days of ‘catastrophic’ fire danger there will be NO vacation care and there will be 

no charge.
